A maximum of 2 tickets are available per performer at a cost of £10 each (no concessions, under 18 
months free, but must sit on adult’s knee). Please complete the form below and return to the 
school by Friday 13th February with the correct payment via Arbor. 
Make the payment relevant to how many ticket you wish to purchase (in multiples of £10).

Please bring your child to The Victoria Hall (Bagnall St, Hanley, Stoke-on-Trent ST1 3AD) on the night 
of the performance between 5.30pm and 6pm in their costume (costume letter to follow) to the 
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main foyer of the building.  All performers will be seated in the stalls with their teachers, while 
parents and carers with tickets will be seated in the circle and upper circle. Each school group will 
have a clearly allocated meeting and collection point, which will be shared with you on the evening. 
 
 
The performance will start at 6.30pm. We anticipate that the show would finish by approximately 
8.00pm. If you are not watching the show, we ask that you arrive at Victoria Hall by no later than 
7.45pm in readiness to collect your child from their teacher once the show has finished (you will not 
be able to collect your child before the end of the show).
